Greetings  from  Unoro’s  family in Selenge Mongolia.  

Our first word to say to our brothers and sisters is Thank you very much for everything  you do for us 

and for our duty for the kingdom.  We can not thank enough.  

We have  had many adventures,  praises and other events  since I wrote my last newsletter in  Jun 2009.  

Unoro and I have been having  the same joy and difficulties God’s people on mission field always have.   

We see it as a rare and wonderful privilege.  

There are numerous of lessons God has been teaching us since we have been here.  I can not mention all 

of them.   It is beautiful of God that how He has been revealing His characters when we face problems 

and when we lack of skill power and wisdom. Honestly the hardest job is dealing with people. Without 

knowing God’s character, without  feeling  God’s love  and without having   His daily  guidance  serving 

people is just impossible.  We see God’s  way is way bigger  than ours.  God’s way sooooooo  amazing  

and sometimes  it  is  very different than ours.   

The another difficulty but helpful thing  I must learn  is  to say truth to  our people in strong tone.  I 

realized such   words are important as encouraging and loving   words.   We are learning  how  to  

discipline  them in love.  

We are encouraged to see that most of our church member  are learning  to give their  tide.  

They are becoming very faithful at doing it.  Some of their  tide is not  even 10 cents.  But it is 10 %  of 

their income which should be given to God.   We collected  all the tides and fixed our church building 

wall.  Now it is warmer and better looking.   Unoro and I are trying  to challenge and inspire our people 

to be generous and grateful .     

Heating system of our church building  was  a big burden last year.  Now our church building is warmer 

than last year.   We hired  plumber to fix the heating system again this year.  Now there is antifreeze  

inside of the pipes.  Now  we don’t need to worried about  freezing but we have to burn coal and wood 

in  every few hours in order to keep the building warm enough.   It means that we need a lot of coal and 

wood.  But there must be gratitude because this heating problem is not worse like  it was last year. Now 

we having church services in church building. I want to say Thank you for those who gave money for this 



antifreeze and  heating  system  work.  This year 3 men are helping  Unoro to make a fire. They are on 

shift which helps Unoro  to work less.  

     All over the country most of the public  places were closed almost for a month.  Because  of the 

swine flu quarantine. (N1H1 disease). We didn’t have a church service for a while. The government 

didn’t allow public services. Until the winter came our people were so active in spirit.  More people were 

attending the church services  but now there aren’t enough people.  It  is not good.   

We have sent 4 people to attend mission conference this year. God helped them to see more about 

Himself.  They have realized that mission work is not job of only Unoroo and Naraa. God spoke to their 

heart.  They came back with more joy and energy.   

Many of the families of our church people suffer a lot because lacking basic needs like wood and 

food. God inspired some of His children to give, and we have been used as channel of blessing over the 

months.  We saw God’s care for these needy people. God is good father. He has been teaching us to 

have parental heart  since we came to live here.    It is a joy to deliver God’s blessing   to others.  But 

there are dangers of only seeking  God’s hand  not His face.   We really need  wisdom  for giving and 

helping.   Sensitivity and discernment of the Spirit are  vital to have.   I don’t want them to miss number 

one importance.        

We have many praises.   God has given us many blessings especially last summer and fall.  You will read 

some of them are answers of your prayer for us.   

You  remember  I mentioned in my previous newsletter  that we want to start some projects like noodle 

making business , underground potato  house , and vegetable garden.  Our church people prayed for 

jobs.  He started answering.  

- Jack Roach director of MORE ministry Hugh Carver who is director of “Man and women of 

action” organization  Ken who is a dentist came to visit us last summer.  We shared our dream of 

having  underground potato  house.  They saw the need and decided to help. They are real men 

of action.   I can prove.  Now we have potato house where we can keep over 10 tones of potato.  

This year we don’t have that much potatoe but next year  we can rent and buy cheap  potato in 

the fall.   It is  very helpful for our church people to keep their vegetable and seed.  Most of us 

suffer because of  food shortage especially in the winter and spring.  Our people are eating good  

Mongol sort of potato this year.   Plus completion of this project is being great testimony to the 

community.  

- Mary Elssasser is a generous lady whom I met I Peoria IL when I was there 2007.  Mary had a son 

who was a teenager.  His name was BJ. He prayed for this potato house project until he died.  He 

had heart disease.  We saw how God could  turn the sorrows into good .  Mary gave lots of 

money for this project.   She said that money was the gift from people for his funeral. God 

answered  BJ’s prayer.  It goes without saying that all the glory and honor goes to our Lord Jesus. 

And   we dedicated  this underground  house for BJ’s memory.    

 



-   Also Mary Elssasser raised fund for noodle making machine.  Actually it is sliced flour. Goal of 

this project is at least two people need work which is income.   We started making noodle.  Now 

two women of our church have jobs. Their names are Tovshoo and liza.  Tovshoo has very bad 

backache. Liza is pregnant.   They have days with pain.  God releases  their pain.  Tovshoo serves 

the church part time volunteerly.  She is the lady who did DTS last year.   They have to work in 

order to survive. Lord is keep giving them strength to work.    It means that two families have 

income and food to eat.  Mary Thank you so much for your generosity for God’s children.   

 

- There was a lady who is really poor. She comes to church just sometime. She had very small 

shed.  She could  hardly fit  with her two children  on the floor of that refuge.  She received new 

ger last fall. American brother wanted to bless her.  Finally she has ger  where she can move 

freely. She said last 20 year she never had electricity. Now she has electricity.    

 

- Most of you know that my daughter Ariunaa was expecting another surgery.  It is very 

complicated and risky surgery.  We give thanks to God.  We received the great news about  

Ariunaa’s  acceptance at hospital of  Peoria IL.  We will go to America in middle of Jan.   

Unor and I trusted God that He will do the best for Ariunaa.  Anything God gives to us is always 

best.   He gave pretty daughter  to us.  Now God is making  Ariunaa healthy.

- Please pray that more people will come  to our church . 

- Even though Our people are being rejoiced in the salvation  and walking in Him with joy. They  

really  need   spiritual breakthrough and deliverance.  We see lot of wounds and scars from their 

past.   

- Please pray that as a church we will be active in spirit  and receive more strength  and passion.  

Sometimes it seems like we got settled  down and not  on fire.  

- God will give Unoro and me more wisdom to disciple our people.    

- Please pray that we will have more parental heart and wisdom to lead  and care His people.  

- Please pray that we will have enough coal and wood in this winter. Now our church radiator is 

good to heat.  We need at least 700$  for coal and wood until it gets warm.  

- We have many needy people who are having hard time to survive in this cold harsh season. 

Many of them  are sick and have no wood and no food.   Being  hungry is not their  number one 

problem living in cold home is most difficult.  Last winter one of our beleiver’s  paralyzed 

grandson’s  toes  froze while he was sleeping.  They didn’t have  wood to burn to make the 

home warm.  Please pray for those people who are suffering because of poverty. 

-    As we see we think  we really need a car.  We walk so far to take our kids to kindergarden  and  

we always  take a taxi when our personal and church works need  to be done.   Taking a taxi is 

quite expensive.   There are many reasons we want a car. Everymorning we bring the noodles to 

the stores.   Now I am just carrying  the noodles in my backpack  and  walk many times a day.  If 

we will have about 2500$ we can buy a car.  It might be not best one but good enough.    Unoro 

and I have been  still praying for  car for several years.  I know God owns cattle’s on thousand 



hills  and he has all the money Sometimes  I wonder why  there is a delay.   Finally we just  think  

His ways and thoughts are way higher than ours. So we are waiting.  Please mention it in your 

prayer. 

-  Please pray for our noodle making business. It is actually sliced  flour.   We are facing some  

difficulties. One piece of the machine was broken last week.  Now we have low effectiveness of 

work because our people are flattening dough   by hand .  .  There will be better benefit too. We 

already have enough clients  who bought sliced flour from us. Our people are working hard and 

long hours  in order not to lose clients even though they don’t have salary.  As soon as we will 

have the piece of the machine the work we are doing will be easier and faster.   We hope that in 

several months we will have better income. We need about 350$ to repair the machine. 

- We are planning  to send  a couple with baby girl to Discipleship  Training  school for 6 months in 

Darkhan.  This couple really want to know more about God. DTS tution ( including long  term 

outreach fee) Also women in her 40 wants to do Mini Discileship training. It will cost about 90$ 

for one month.  If God will lead you to be blessing to these people  Unoro and I will be channel 

with joy.  We will also do our best  to help them  financially.   They will need 800$. We try to 

send people for training and seminars as much as we can.  

- Recently Unoro and I have been thinking of the length of  mission here in Selenge. Unoro thinks 

that we passed half of it. God had been telling us importance of training local leaders.  

Equipping and training our people is very important. You all know that some day soon  We will 

be headed  to Afghanistan so we need good  local people who will be able to maintain  and  

conduct church. We are told by many experienced people that it is wise to disciple and prepare 

people who will be trustworthy to lead the church from now on.    We see this need  too.  

 

 

It sounds like we are doing  much. Please pray that our focus will be more on heavenly and valuable 

things not on  earthly things. We want to please God.  

Brothers and sister I am sending you the information  about God’s work if  God will continually  inspire 

and lead you to be part of His work here please write me.
